Visual Studio Tutorial
Prior to this tutorial you should read the documentation about “Using Visual Studio”. Extract the content of the archive on your main system drive (C: most of the time). 

Below are the tasks for you to complete, feel free to ask any question is something is unclear. Beware that there are voluntary errors that will appear, part of the tutorial is for you to find them out and fix them.

1. Create a new Solution called “ccp4”
2. Add the existing project libccp4c.vcproj, libccif.vcproj and libccp4f.vfproj, they are situated in 

<yourdrive>/Tutorial/Visual_Studio_Files/lib/

and build them.
3. Create a new Fortran console application called dm, add the necessary files (these are in Tutorial/ccp4/src) and build dm.
4. Create a new C++ general project called solomon, add the necessary files and build solomon.
5. Using the makefile.am file create the necessary projects for the Diffraction Image library, the 3 programs and the modules (tcl, java, python) depending on what is available on your laptop.
6. Make sure that all compiled libraries goes into \Tutorial\ccp4\lib and all binaries goes into \Tutorial\ccp4\bin
Bonus: (use the document using Visual Studio to find out necessary information)

1. Add the existing project scala and build it
2. Make both a release build and a debug build of the solution.
