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Visualisation Tools integrated with the Project Tracking Database
This document gives an overview of deliverable 5.2.7, “Visualisation Tools integrated with the Project Tracking Database”.
The database design itself is described in the document that forms deliverable 5.2.5, “Specification of version 1 of the Project Tracking Database Design”, and is implemented in deliverable 5.2.6, “Implementation of version 1 of the Project Tracking Database Design”.
This deliverable provides a visualiser application that can display the tracking data stored in the database as a flow-diagram.

The deliverable requires the programs and code that are provided in deliverable 5.2.6 and cannot operate without it. It comprises the following:

· A Tcl script file “viewer.tcl”
· A Tcl library file “dotgraph.tcl”

· A UNIX shell script “dbviewer” for starting the visualiser from a UNIX command prompt

· A document “description_of_visualiser.html” that describes the usage and functionality of the visualiser

To make use of the visualiser it must be combined with the code for deliverable 5.2.6:

· viewer.tcl and dotgraph.tcl must be placed in the “application” directory

· dbviewer must be placed in the “bin” directory

The viewer also requires the installation of a 3rd party software package “Graphviz”, which is not included in this deliverable. However Graphviz is a freely available open-source software project that is already included with most Linux systems – otherwise it can be obtained for free from
